Dementia: Safety Concern Screening and Follow-Up
· The provider MUST document screening for safety concerns in 2 domains of risk: Danger to self or others AND Environmental risks. 

· To fully meet the measure, you have documentation of screening on at least one concern for each domain
· Dangerousness to self or others
· Medication misuse
· Physical aggression
· Wandering
· Environmental risks examples
· Access to firearms
· Trip hazards
· Access to dangerous chemicals
· If the safety concerns were positive, you MUST document mitigation recommendations and discuss with patient and caregivers (ex. referral to other resources)

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All MIPS are MANDATORY and must be completed at the time it triggers
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Current Risk Factors

Danger to self or others
Patient is NOT currently a danger to self/others

Aggression
Verbal, Hx of
Mitigation: non-pharmacological interventions such as calm approach for aggressive tendencies

Risk: poor lighting could increase fall risk. Mitigation: discussed with staff/patient having a battery-operated night light
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Environmental Risk Screening Q no trip hazards at this time
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Environmental Risk Screening Q Risk: poor lighting could increase fall risk. Mitigation: discussed with staff/patient
